The President welcomed all.  There were no changes to the proposed agenda.  The Summary Minutes of the October 22, 2007 Executive Committee Meeting were approved.
2.
Administrative Issues


On February 12, 2008 the President appointed the 2008 – 2010 Audit Committee: Keith Davis, RAEng; George Bugliarello, NAE; Lance Davis, NAE.


Nominations for the 2009 CAETS Board of Directors include: Pres.-Elect Professor Klaus Bock, ATV, Denmark; Members for 2009 - 2010- Prof. Stanko Tonkovic, HATZ, Croatia; Dr. Charles M. Vest, NAE, USA; and Prof. Dr.-Ing. Reiner Kopp, acatech, Germany. RAEng asked to postpone one year; NAEK, Korea, has been asked to consider nominating a member.

As of April 19 2008 Dues have been received from 16 of 24 member academies.  The Audit Committee has completed review of and found in order the 2007 CAETS Financial Records.  Nominations for the 2010 Board will be welcomed from: Mexico President-elect, Members (serving for 2010 and 2011)- United Kingdom, India, Finland, Norway.

The President gave an overview of the meetings planned for June 25-27, 2008.  The ExCom and Board meetings on June 25 will be held at the KIVI NIRIA  offices in the Hague.  The Council meeting on June 27 will be held also at KIVI NIRIA.  The Symposium on June 26 will be held in Delft at Deltares.  The Symposium topic is “Delta Technology: Enabling Life in River Deltas.” Nanotechnology, communications and information technology, serious gaming, and break-through technologies will be highlighted.  A Statement will be prepared reflecting the symposium presentations and discussion and agreed during the Council meeting.  This Statement will be used in October 2008 for a large national meeting in The Hague.

Topics for the CAETS Council meeting, Friday, June 27, 2008 were discussed.  The chairmanship, membership, and activities of the two CAETS committees, CIO and CCM, need to be discussed and appointments made.  The distribution of October 2007 CAETS Statement on “Environment and Sustainable Growth” should be reviewed.  Petr Zuna is preparing a discussion on Engineering Education.  The report from the Transportation Noise Workshop, to be held during 2-4 June 2008 in Southampton, will be presented for CAETS review.  The SATW proposed joint project on “Strategies for highly efficient conversion and reuse of matter and/or energy” will also be discussed.  Activities of Interest and Issues of Concern will be collated and included in the Council meeting agenda book.

The June 25, 2008 ExCom and Board of Directors Meetings will review the agenda for the Council meeting and take actions appropriate to each group.

The President-elect described the main features of the 18th CAETS Convocation, to be held in Calgary, Canada, July 13 – 17, 2009.  The topic of the Convocation is “Resources – Their management and sustainability.”
