Michael Manton was Chief of the Bureau of Meteorology Research Centre from 1984 until his retirement in 2006, and he now has a part-time position as Professor in the School of Mathematical Sciences at Monash University.


For twelve years he was a member of the Joint Scientific Committee for the World Climate Research Programme (WCRP), and for nine years he was chair of the Atmospheric Observation Panel (AOPC) of the Global Climate Observing System (GCOS).  

From 2002 until 2006 he was chair of the National Committee for Earth System Science of the Australian Academy of Science.

His initial training was in mechanical engineering and his PhD is in oceanography from the University of British Columbia

For five years he lectured in Mathematics at Monash University in the early 1970s, and he was then a research scientist in CSIRO Division of Cloud Physics for ten years.  His research has been in turbulence, sea waves, boundary layer flows, cloud physics and climate. 


Professor Manton is a member of the Board of the Australian Academy of Technological Sciences and Engineering (ATSE), and is chair of the ATSE International Strategy Group.  He is currently the ATSE observer on the NCESS.
